A package of measures taken to solve things that are seen as harmful to society�

The culturally-created differences between men and women �

A view that contemporary society is marked by rapid change and uncertainty, with social structures of diminishing importance and their replacement by a mass of individuals making individual choices about their lifestyles.�

The idea that people’s behaviour is almost exclusively moulded by their social circumstances �

A structuralist theory which sees society divided by conflict between a powerful and wealthy ruling class and an exploited working class.�
